1. Organizers
The regatta is organized by Pirogovo Yacht Club in conjunction with the Russian National Dragon Association and Moscow Sailing Federation together with Russian Sailing Federation.

The organizing authority is the Regatta Committee nominated by Russian National Dragon Association.
2. Rules
All races shall be governed by the following:

· the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009-2012 (RRS) of the International Sailing Federation (ISAF)

· the rules of the International Dragon Class

· the shipping rules for the Russian internals waters

· the shipping rules for the Moscow Canal 
· this Notice of Race and Sailing Instruction 
If there is conflict between rules or regulations the Sailing Instruction will prevail

Official regatta language is Russian.

Rule 13.3 of the rules of the International Dragon Class will not apply. 
3. Advertising
The regatta is designated as Category A, in accordance with RRS ISAF regulations (Section 20)

4. Entry
For all entries the requirements of RRS Addendum 2 shell apply.

All entries shell:

· complete the entry form on 24 july 2009 from 11.00 to 20.00 in the regatta race office 
· have valid measurement certificate
The entries in Category “Classic” (before 1973 year built) is accepted without measurement certificate if they are registered in the National dragon Association. 
· be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover per event of 50.000 EURO or the equivalent in another currency.
· pay entry fee:

for the boats built after year 1972–  20 000 rubles
or the boats built before year 1972 (classic) – 10 000 rubles

The late entries are available on 25 July from 09.00 до 10.00 with double entry fee.
· To be measured by official regatta measurer

All boat owners must be members their National Dragon Associations  and Sailing Federations. Only members will be accepted for racing.
5. Measurement
The Organizing Authorities have rights to re-measure any boat before, during or after any race.

7. Racing Area and Course
The racing area shell be Pirogovo waters of Kliazma saving lake. 
The course shell be windward/leeward, as described in the Sailing Instruction
8. Scoring
Open Russian Dragon Championship, the Low Point System, Appendix A of the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing will apply

The Championship will have six races.

A minimum of three completed races constitutes a series

If more them three races are completed, the worst race may be discard.

All crews taking 1, 2 and 3 places will be awarded by gold silver and bronze medals.
10. Sailing Instruction and limitations 
The Sailing Instruction will be given to all entries during the registration and will be displayed on the notice board in the Pirogovo Yacht Club. 
Any addendum to the Sailing Instruction will be displayed on the notice board before 09:00 on the day when it enforced.

Any change of the racing schedule will be displayed before 20:00 day previous day it enforced.
All boats must be in the water during all series. Any boat wishing to haul-out to repair damage shell submit a written application to the Regatta Committee.

Any boat shell neither transmit not receive radio communication while racing.

There have not to be any electronic equipment on board except stop watches and compasses legal under International Dragon Class Rules. Mobile phines have to be switch off during the racing.
11. Disclaimer (Liability and Insurance)
Every boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore and nothing whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.
It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself. By going to sea, the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and compete in them (Rule 4 RRS).
Nothing done by the Organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the Organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The Organisers encompass everyone helping to run the racing and the event and include the Organising Authority, the Race Committee, the International Jury, the officers, patrol boats and beach masters.


The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.


The fact that the Race Committee conducts inspections of the boat does not reduce the responsibilities of the boat.


Competitors are advised to arrange their own personal accident and health insurance.
