NOTICE of RACE

1/ ORGANISING AUTHORITY

The “OPEN INTERNATIONAL de FRANCE” will be organized from Wednesday 18th  to Sunday 22nd, by the Deauville Yacht Club, affiliated to the French Sailing Federation (FFV), with the support of the French Dragon Association (AFSID), and the City of Deauville. This event is classified Grade 2 by the IDA.
2/ RULES

The Regatta will be governed by:
· the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012,
· the rules of the International Dragon Association,
· this notice of race, the sailing instructions,
-     Rule 13.30 of the Class Rules will apply,
-     the French Sailing Federation (FFV) presciptions will not apply except those relating to rules 60, 64.3, 68, 70.4, 78.1 and 90 which are attached to this Notice of Race
-      advertising is only permitted under ISAF Regulation 20.4.
In case of conflict between the text of the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions, RRS 63.7 will apply.
In case of conflict in the translation of all documents of the race, the English text shall prevail.

3/ ELIGIBILITY

The Regatta is open to all yachts of the International Dragon Class in good standing with the class requirements. The valid measurement certificate shall be presented on registration. Owners must be current members of their national associations.

4/ ENTRY FEES

4.1 –All French participants must have their annual licence (licence 2011 with a medical stamp or certificate and parental authorisation for those participants under 18).

4.2 –Foreign participants must have a document, equivalent to the French sailing licence or be covered by the boat’s insurance. 

4.3 – Each owner or charterer must have a minimum civil liability insurance of 1.5 million Euros. An insurance certificate must be produced by each participating boat.

4. 4 – Registration can be made as soon as the publication of the notice of race

· Web site (Chapter ‘’ Open International de France 2011 ‘’  by sending  the inscription form)

· By returning the registration form downloadable from the www.dyc14.com Deauville Yacht Club, Quai de la Marine, 14800 Deauville (France), together with the registration fee.

4.5 –The entry fee is 320 euros.

This fee includes launching and hauling out, berthing in «the Municipal harbour of Deauville» and 3 entries for competitors for each official function including the crew regatta dinner and all the cocktails.

6/SCORING SYSTEM

6.1 – The low point scoring system, appendix A of the ISAF Rules (RRS) will apply. 

6.2 – The overall ranking will be carried out by discarding the worst score if 4 valid races or more are completed.

6.3 – Three races are validate the regatta.

6.4 – For Classics Dragon (wooden boat built before 1972) a special ranking will be made by extraction from the overall ranking.

7 / COURSE and RACE AREAS

The course will be windward - leeward type. The racing zone is situated in front of Deauville or Trouville
8 / SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available after confirmation of registration by the race office. 

9 / PRIZES

The 20 first boats will receive a prize. The Afsid’s Cup will be awarded to the 1st French crew.
10 / COACH BOATS & ASSISTANCE
10.1 Coaches and assistance boats must be registered with the organizers.
10.2 The rights of mooring, launching and water outlet for these boats must be paid to the Deauville Yacht Club (100 €).
10.3 The use of boats will be strictly controlled in accordance with the Sailing Instructions and Class Rules.
11 / USE OF RIGHT
The owner or user of the yacht and any possible sponsor, by the sole fact of their participation, assign the organiser the unrestricted right and permission to use, for promotional purposes or other ,any text, photo or video footage relating to their participation in the event to be published or broadcast via the press, television or internet (non exhaustive list)

12 / MEASUREMENT

12.1 The crews will be weighed at registration and must not exceed the maximum weight of 285 kg(Class Rule 13.30).
12.2 Measurement checks on boats, riggings, sails, equipments, may be made at any time.
13 / JURY

The jury will be active on the water as defined in the Sailing Instructions. 
14 / RESPONSIBILITES OF THE ORGANISER AND THE COMPETITORS

It is the responsibility of each competitor to decide for him or herself whether he or she should start or keep racing. The skippers are personally responsible for any material or physical accident affecting their boat or their crew. It shall be the skipper’s sole responsibility to acquire all the necessary insurance. As regards to the application and interpretation of the texts of the documents quoted in 2.1 of the notice of race and the settling of any related disputes therein, the registering of the yacht implies giving up any right to appeal other than those indicated in the RRS.

APPENDIX « PRESCRIPTIONS OF FFVoile »

RRS 60: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

No fee or deposit can be required for lodging a protest; except for some measurement protests [see FFvoile prescription to rule 64.3(d)] 

RRS 64.3: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

The Protest committee may ask the parties to the protest, prior to checking procedures, for a deposit of €250 towards the cost of any re-measurement arising from a measurement protest. 

RRS 68: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

Damages compensation and any other action, arising from damages, not provided in the RRS is the entire competitors’ responsibility. 

RRS 70.4: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

In such circumstances, the written approval of the FFVoile shall be received before publishing the Notice of Race and posted on the Official Notice Board during the competition. 

RRS 78.1: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

The boat’s owner or other person in charge shall, under its sole responsibility, make sure moreover that its boat complies with equipment and security rules prescribed by the laws, by-laws, and regulations of the Administration. 

RRS 90: 

FFVoile Prescription: 

The appointment of an International jury meeting the requirements of Appendix N or the appointment of any other Jury without appeal is submitted to prior written approval of the FFVoile. Such Notice of approval shall be posted on the Official Notice Board during the event.
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
